The following progress has been accomplished by
the HOA during this fiscal year:

The HOA received tax exempt status projecting
savings of about $6,000 a year thanks to the
efforts of Mr. Rodriguez. We also collected about
$18,000 from the government for taxes paid
during the last four years.
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The HOA expects to have a surplus this year of
about $30,000. This is after the completion of
over $300K in improvements over the last six
years including the completion of the activity pool

in 2003, the clubhouse renovations in 2006, the h/
lap pool rehab in 2007, and the clean-up after the

Hurricane IKE, in addition to cutting and

monitoring expenses.

Audits have been done by the CPA who
recommended changes in the accounting
procedures and the Board made the necessary
changes.
